He presently has 42 students and has structured the Ken Zen Ichii system in such a way that a student’s progress is based upon his or her movement towards established behaviorally-based goals and objectives that are a part of the student's overall individual learning plan.  Within their abilities, students are fully engaged in the physical demands of martial arts training as practiced in our system.   The goal is to determine if students with a wide range of disabilities can internalize and generalize newly acquired intra-personal and interpersonal skills in a way that further their general level of differentiation.

This program provides scientific evidence that supports the view that martial arts can effect positive change in its members. The study can also serve as the evidence to support grant pursuits for a behaviorally-based program that positively engages students with a wide range of disabilities (e.g. Autism, Aspergers, Downs Syndrome, Learning Difficulties, Attention Disorders, etc.).
